Volleyball 
Rules and Regulations 
Current High School Federation rules will govern play. Policies and Procedures listed 
below shall take precedent. 
 
Teams 

�  A team will consist of 4 players on the court with a maximum of 2 substitutes 
�  Non-marking athletic shoes must be worn 

 
The Game 

�  MSU will provide one volleyball for use during each game. 
�  A coin toss will determine which team serves first. 
�  Players can keep score verbally unless a scorekeeper is present. 
�  Games will be played to 25 points (team must win by at least 2 points) 

 
The Play 
1. Putting the ball in motion 

�  The ball must be served from behind the line and stay in bounds during the serve 
2. During Play 

�  A player cannot lift or catch the ball 
�  A player can only contact the ball once at one time, but can contact it again in the 

rally if a team member contacts the ball. In other words, you can bump, I set and 
you spike. 

�  Players cannot touch the net at any time of the play. 
�  A player cannot attack a serve. 
�  A team can only make a maximum of 3 contacts in order to return the ball to the 

other side. 
�  The ball will be considered out any time it lands out of bounds and a point will be 

awarded to the appropriate team. A ball that touches the boundary line is 
considered good. 

�  Players shall rotate clockwise after each winning serve. 
�  If two or more players contact the ball simultaneously, it is considered one play 

and the players involved may not participate in the next play. 
�  A good block does not count as a touch. 

3. Substitutions 
�  Prior to the serve, a player is allowed to rotate out. The point for rotation is the 

spot right before the player is to serve. Players are only allowed to enter at this 
point as well.
